Tree Trimming

Many of our trees have branches hanging over the roads and are subject to
damage from delivery trucks, trailers or RVs. When the bark gets knocked
off the tree, the sapwood is exposed. The sap is what attracts the little
beetle that brings us oak wilt.This issue was raised at the last Board
meeting. Glen Clark took an action to seek solutions to solve this problem.
He contacted Bexar County Public Works to perform some trimming over
the roadway and they agreed to assess the problem . Bexar County owns
the 60 foot right-of-way our 30 foot wide streets run down. We have asked
them to look at:

Our front entrance.

Numerous trees over Autumn Glen.

4 groups of trees on Boerne Forest.
Most of these limbs extend from trees on private property. Your property.
So when Bexar County asks your permission to give your tree a haircut,
kindly give it to them. This is a no cost alternative that will help prevent the
spread of oak wilt and enhance the appearance of the roadways.
