Decorate costumes and bags with reflective tape or
stickers and, if possible, choose light colors.
Choose face paint and makeup whenever possible
instead of masks, which can obstruct a child’s vision.
Always test make-up in a small area first. Remove it
before bedtime to prevent possible skin and eye
irritation.
Have kids carry glow sticks or flashlights to help
them see and be seen by drivers.
When selecting a costume, make sure it is the right
size to prevent trips and falls.
Never walk near lit candles or luminaries. Be sure to
wear flame-resistant costumes.
When there are no sidewalks, walk facing traffic as
far to the left as possible.
Watch for cars that are turning or backing up.
Look left, right and left again when crossing and
keep looking as you cross.
Put electronic devices down and keep heads up and
walk, don’t run, across the street
